It
has many tributaries which
practically all come from
the western slopes of the
Darien range.  Amongsi
these tributares the best
Enown are the rivers

U the western bank of the river Tuira are
the rivers Paen, Cupé, Pirri, Balsus, Maren and  Seteganti.
The river Chucanague rises near the San Blas coast and has
numeraus trbotaries, the majority of which come from the
westorn slopes of the Darien range.

To the north of La Palma, just before its junction with
the San Migusl pull, the River Sabana {lows into the river
Tuirn. The Sabana comes from the extreme south end of
the Darien range, and it widens greatly on its course, form-
ing Inkes and swamps.

In the Bay of Garaching the waters of the rivers Mogre
(Bagrea), Tamaiti and Samind enter, as well as 4 large num-
ber of smaller strenms.  The viver Sambi rises in the Altos
e Aspave and runs parallel to the Pacific coast, forming a
Beautiful large valloy of very fertile land. This river enters
the bay near the town of Garaching, both sides of its mouth
being swumpy lands which muke fording it very difficult.

Riquezas del Darién

La Comarea del Darien cs una de las mas ricas de la Re-
pablica de Panamna pero también una de las menos conoci-
das.

M. Carlos Salfray en su “Viaje a Nueva Granada’ (1869)
hablando sobre el Darien so expresa asi:

“Ningunas otra rogién ofrece a las empresas de todas clase
un eampo mas dichoso que ésta ) todas las riquozas estin acu-
muladas alli; arboles preciosos en las selvas, metales dtiles
en su suclo, perlas en ¢ fondo del mar,”
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Islands

The Islands of the Darien are those in the Gulf of San
Miguel, such as the island of San Carlos, the island of In-
canto, between the Boca Chica and Boca Grande, Cartage-
na, Corozal Island, Tayo island, Iguang island and the two
small islands in front of Puerto Pifas which are known as
Ias Centinelas.

Climate

The climate of Darien I8 not as bad as it is reputed to be,
but is mueh more benien.

Naturally, in the lower valleys of the rivers Tuira, Chueu-
naque, Sabana and Sambid; near their mouths, the climate is
warm and there are cases of malaria fever, as there used to
he in the eity of Panama, but in the valleys a little farther
up and along the Pacifie coast the climate is generally healthy
and cool.

Temperatures have been registered of 29.5 G or 24 R,
equalling 85 15, on the plaing, but in the upper parts of the
valley of viver Pifiag, for example, and along the Sambq,
the temperature is 20 C. or 16 1. equalling 50 F. at an
altitude of 1,000 meters,

As the Mountain chains along the Pacific coast are fairly
close to the ocean, agreeable breezes blow from their slopes,
and with the pure fresh air of the mountains and the differ-
cnee in the temperature existing between the days and
nights, the climate is refreshing.

When, with the passage of time, roads shall be construe-
tecdd this part of Darien will he sought out as a summer
resort.

Natural wealth

The Darien Distriet is one of the richest of the Republice
of Panama, and is also one of the least known, M. Carlos
Saffray in his “Voyage to New Granada’ (1868}, speaking
of the Darien says: .

“No other region offers a more worthy field to the estab-
lishment of undertakings of all kinds; all wealth has ac-
cumulated itself there; valuable trees in the forests, useful
metals in the ground, and pearls at the bottom of the sea’,

The eeneral uprising of the [ndiang in the year 1726 to
(727 put an end Lo this prosperity, and a cave—in occurring
at the saume Gime eausing a terrible panie amoengst the miners,
not only the Cana mines but also those throughout the Da~
rien were abandoned, only poor people and the Cimaroon
negroes remaining in the entire provinee.  Dense [orests
sprang up where the Indian slaves and the negroes brought
by the Spanish explorers had formerly worked.  The wild
heasts of the forests now inhabit the places where the gold
Tmgry miners had formerly Yived and from that time the
naune ol Parien gained a bad repute which exists to this day
amongst those who do not know the country. T is said that
on Ineanto island, in San Migel Gulf, where today stand
the ruing of the old eastle of “Boea Chiea’, a stone exists with
ghe Tollowing inseription;  “When thou comest to Darien,
commend thyself to Mary, as in thine own hand is thy entry,
bul, in the hand of God is thy gomng oul.”

The stone cannot be found today and perhaps the inserip-
tion only exists in fietion, and has its foundation on the hap-
penings which have just been related. It is probable that
when the mountains are eleared of the virgin forests which
cover them today, richer veins than are known in the world
may be foul,

M. Armando Reclus in his book of (ravels “Panama and
the Daren’” (1884), says;

“The geologieal viches of that region (Darien) are incaleu-
lable. The Cana gold mines, in spite of the bad manage-
ment which they have had were the most productive of
Central Ameriea.”

The Darien Gold Mining Company acequired thern in 1887
and worked them for some time but today they arc once more
abandoned on aecount of lack of profits. 1t is understood
that they have not paid for the labor but this is not on ac-
comnt. of lack of mineral but on aceount of the disorders and
the mismanagement which they have expericneed. This can
be seen on every hand, even to the new machinery which
hias been loft lying abandoned by the roadside.  And as many
persons stole quantities of gold, it follows that the richest
mines in the world could not pay working expenses under
similar conditions.

One of the biggest eauses of the new failure at the Cana
mines must be atéributed to the lack of cheap communica-
tions and o good road to the sea. The only method was form-
erly by moeans of a badly made road and latterly by a small
railroad to Boea de Cupe on the Tuaira river and thence by
means of small native boats to the point where a steamer
could arvive. ‘This, in its turn, depended on the tides of the

river Tuira and the Gull of San Miguel.  The only spot
