In the Eleetrical prd Machine shops, which is equip-
ped i a modern manner, advaneed teaching is given in this
branch and a number of works done by the students here
were exhibifed in the National Expoesition of 1916, which

Povos palses hay, donde se ofresean o las clases pobrey
tantas facilidades como en Panami para tngtruivse, no cabe
deeir aquf que la pobreza linpide a lasg nuevas generaciopes
prepararse debidamente para la lucha por la vida: ¢l Gobier-
no nacional coneede numerosas beeas a lag elases desvalidas
para, que hagan estudios en los diversos cstablocimicntos de
ensefianza, y en muchos easos proporciona a los beeados no
golo alojamiento y alimentos, sino tambidn hasta vestidos.
Ademis, en ¢! Hospicio de Huérfanos, regenteado por los
Salesianos, que se sostiene de la caridad piblien y de los
recursos gue so arbitrian con las obras que se ejecutan en los
Talleres de Herrerfa, Itundicion y Artes Graficas, admiten a
log nifios que earceen de padres o de medios de vida y Jos
enscfian varias profesiones lucrativas.

Cuando termine la guerra curopea y se normalice Ta situa-
eibn ceondmica, la Instruecién Piblica cobrard mayores brios
en Panamna, pucs cl Gobicrno presidido por el Presidente
Valdés estd animado de los mejores propositos sobre ¢l par-
ticular, y prueba de ello es que conserva al frente de la Car-
tera de Instruccidn PPublica a don Guillermo Andreve, cuya
labor en cse ramo ha merecido calurosos y merccidos elogios
por parte de amigos y enemigos politicos.

Desde hace largo tiempo existe ol proyeeto de fundar una
Universidad Pan-americana cn Panama, y al efeeto la Asam-
blea Nacional expidio ¢l 27 de Encro de este afio la Ley 20
por la cual se autoriza al Gebierno para la fundacion de dicha,
Universidad y para solicitar fondos para ese fin a las siguien-
tes entidades: a los gobiemos de los palses de Amériea; a
las corporaciones cientifieas; a los filintropos; n las personas
amantes del desarrollo de la. instruceidn; a los partidarios de
unién intelectual de los americanos de habla espafiola y por-
tuguesa v a los americanos de habla ingless
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blacksmith shop have given very good results as have also
the Construetion, Graphic Arts and Metal working depart-
ments which however, have been temporarily closed, owing
to speeial eireumstances.

The National School of Agriculture has only been in ex-
istenece for two years.  The Glovernment has done everything
possible onits part lo give the neeeszary development to an
establislvnent of this nature, but the publie has not shown
the expeeted interost and only a few scholars have taken
advantare of the opportunitics which are offered to them, so
Lhat thisestablishmoent has now been converted into a corree-
tional sehool for minors. 1t is situated in the suburbs at

Jabout five miles from the eapital and has an excellent staff

of masters and professors, Tts buildings are adecuate and
the swrrounding grounds excellent [or the cultivation of
crops, T4 also possesses o nuniber of doriestic animals which
have been bred there.

The National Conservatory of Music and Deelamation is
also gituated in the eapital under the competent direction of
Mr, Narcis, Caray, the present Seerctary of Torcign Rela-
{iong, who js assigted in the work by a nambor of professors,
both Panamaninns and foreigners.

There are but fow countries whare the poorer clagses are
offored so many opportunitics for education as in Panama.
Tuture generations will be unable to state that {or lack of
educational facilitios they were unable to prepare themselves
for the struggle for life; the National Government offers
uuwber of scholapships to the inlabitants in order that they
may study in the different establishments und in many eases
gives them noto only board and lodging bub in some instances
also provides elothing.

In addition to this, in the Orphan Asylum, which is con-
dueted by the Silesian fathers and which is sustained by
public charity and by the proceeds of the work done in the
Blacksmith shops, oundry and Graphic Arts, where the
orphans and homeless children are admitied and taught a
number of luerative professions.

When the Furopean war ends and the financial situation
becomes norm®l, Publie Instruction will take on fresh impetus
in Panmua, as the government presided over by President
Valdss is enthusiastic and full of good wishes towards it. One
proof of this is that Mr. Guillerto Andreve is still remaining
in charge of the portfolio of Public Instruction as his work in
ghis braach has been worthy of the warmest applause which
it has received both from his friends and political encmics.

A project has existed for some time past to found a Pan-
American University in Panama, and to this effeet the Na-
tional Assembly passcd on January 27 of this year, the law
20 by which the goverument is authorized to found such an
extablistiment and to solicit funds from the following entities
for this purpose; the governments of the countries of America;
the scientifie bodies; philantropic persons; persons interested
in the spread of education; and of the partisans of the intel-
leedual union between those Americans who spealk Spanish
and those Americans who speak Finghish.

Fn proporeion al nimero de sus habitantes y al movimien-
micnto comercial de otras de las naciones latinoamoricanas,
cl de Panami es muy activo, pues con 450,000 habitantes sos-
tiene un comercio de importacion y exportacion de mis de
14 millones y medio de doélarcs, o sea a raxén de $32.98 oro
per capita. '

A consecuencia de su situacidn geoprafi a y de las grandes
empresas que desde hace largo tiempo ha habido aqui, en I’a-
nami no sc¢ cumplen log principios ceondmicos que rigen cn
las demas naciones, y asf vemos que las importaciones de mer-
eancfas son el doble de las exportaciones, y sin embargo ello
no acarrea el desequilibrio econdmico que se produeiria en
otras partes, lo que se debe a que la construecion del Canal
primero, ¥ su administraceién v conservacién en la actua-
lidad, han motivado gran afluencia de dinero a este pafs, lo
cual compensa ¢l déficit que debia existir.

A pesar de las prediceiones que se haetan para cuando que-
daran terminadas las obras del Canal, el comercio de Panama
no ha sufrido mayor quebranto, pues aungue cs verdad que
durante los dltimaes afios, lejos de aumentar, ha sufrido ligero
decaimiento si se le compara con el intercambio correspon-
diente o 1913, se debe tener en cuenta que ello ha sido moti-
vado en gran parte por la guerra curopea que en casi todos
los pafses del mundo ha producido resultados semejantes.

Segiin datos estadisticos oficiales, durante el afio de 1908
se hicieron importaciones a la Reptblica de Panamai, exclu-
yendo la Zona del Canal, por valor de 7,806,811.86 délarcs o
balboas, y las exportaciones montaron a 13/ 1,827 ,050.28 o sea
un tolal de 13/ 9,633,862.14; ¢n 1913, cl afio de mayor prospe-
ridad cn el Tstimo, las importaciones subicron a B/ 11,182,647.96
y las exportaciones a B/5,383,027.54, 1o que da un total de
13/16,565,702.50. TPor tanto, en cinco afios las importaciones
awmentaroncn B/ 3,375,863,10 y las exportaciones en 13/ 3,455,
977.26 o sea lus primeras en cerea de 40 por cienlo y lag se-
gundas en 200 por ciento aproximadamente.

Verdaderamente es deextrafiar que haya habido més movi-
miento comereial en 1916 que en el afio anterior, pues a causa
de la guerva curopea que se ha venido intensificando, debia
haber resultado todo lo contrario. Nl aumento en las expor-
laciones cs digno de notarse, porque demuestra que Panamé,
comichza a ser un centro distribuidor de mereancias, ung
vez que las estadisticas demuestran que dichas exportacio-
nes no consisten principalmente en productos del pafs que
poco mas han aumentado, y se comprende a primera vista,
que cuando Lo paz so restablezea en el mundo, cuando se rea-
nude ¢l intercambio comereial de todas las naciones y mayor
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In proportion to the number of its inhabitants and to the
commericial movement of other latin americans countrics,
Panama is an active, country because, although counting only
on 450,000 inhabitants, it sustains an import and export,
trade of more than fourteen and a half million dollars or
about $32.98 gold per capita, anmually.

On account of its geographical situation and the large un--
dertakings which have been cstablished here for some time,
the ceonomice regulations existing in other countries have not
been complied with in Panama and it is therefore seen that
the importations of merchandise arve double the exporta-
tions, and yet without upsetting the cconomiec equilibrium
which such a state of affairs would naturally be expected
to produce. This is due to the construction of the Panama
Canal in the first place and its administration and upkeep
at present, both of which have brought large sums of
money into the ecountry which makes up for the deficit
which ought to exist.

In spite of the predictions made at the time of the ter-
mination of the construccion of the Canal, Panama has not
suffered any damage to her trade, hecause, although some
slight falling off might be noticed if compared with the sta-
tistics of 1913, it must be taken into consideration that this
is due to a large extent to the Kuropean war which has
produced practically similar results throughout the entire
world.

According fo official figures during the year 1908, impor-
tations wore made to the Republic of Panama, cxeluding
the Canal Zone, amounting to $7,806 811.86 gold, and the
exports were $1,827,050.28, or a tolal of $9,633,802.14. In
1913, the year of the greatest prosperity for the [sthmus,
imports went up to $11,182,647.96 and ithe exports (o
$5,383,027.54 which gives a total of $16,565,702.50. So that
in five years the imports inercased $3,375,863.10 and the
exports $3,455,077.26, the imports nearly forty per cent and
the exports approximately two hundred per eent.

1t i3 certainly surprising that there should have been a
larger commercial movement in the year 1915 than in the
previous year as the luropean war was becoming more intense
and the result should have been to the contrary. The increase
in the exportations is also to be noted beeause it shows that
Panama is commencing to be a center for the distribution of
merchandise, as statisties show that these exports are not
produets of the country, as these have only inereased slightly.
It is believed that when peace is restored and when the in-

There are but few towns which are not connected by means
of the {telograph or telephone, as sinee the egtablishment of
the Republie, special pains have been taken to carvy the wires
to all the centers of population of the country, and those
which still remain isolated are of very slight importance and
are situated in out of the way distriets.  Nevertheless, with
in 2 shorl time these also will be in telephonic or telegraphic
communication with the eapital, as these serviees have been
greatly miproved over practically all the old Hnes by the
copper wires sbrung oh iron posts. There are to-dlay 24 tele-
graph offices and 134 national telephone offices. The exten-
sion of telegraph lines i 1505 kilomelers and that of the tele-
phone lines is 4105 kilometers, and work is still proceeding on
the nstallation of other lines of hoth kinds.
